Paul Howe, '88, a linebacker for the Ravens, was the fi rst football player to start all four years
under the leadership of Head Coach Larry Wilcox.  During these years the team won 27 games 
and Paul was among the players to participate in the 1985 NAIA National Playoffs and the 1986 
Sunfl ower Bowl.  

Paul’s record of  All-Time leading tackler remains at the top with 457, which is 84 tackles more than 
his nearest competitor.  Additional stats include setting the record for bench press at 430 pounds by a 
linebacker, which remains number one.  He also received honorable mention 
All-American following the 1987 season.

A leader both on and off the fi eld, Paul inspired others to better themselves as both players and 
students.

Paul and his wife Ginny are the parents of two children, Sydney and Holly.

Rosemary J. (Mattas) Dlabal, '88, Wilson, Kan., was a four-year starter of the Lady Ravens 
basketball team.  She played center, forward and even point guard, under the leadership of two Head 
Coaches Gip Fehring, 1984-1985 and John Stockstill, 1986-1987.

The Mattas legacy began as a freshman leading scorer, 16 points per game; as a sophomore she set 
another scoring standard of 34 points against Park College by hitting 15 of 16 shots from the fi eld, also 
a record.  Her junior year, Rosemary led the lady Ravens in scoring, 13.3, and rebounding, 9.1.  As a 
senior, Rosemary was fi rst in career scoring with 1,361 points - this record is currently 4th All-Time.  
Her collegiate career stats include 803 rebounds, 2nd All-Time in 1988 and is currently 4th All-Time; 
and 34 points in a single game is now ranked 4th best.

A humble person, Rosemary may have been uncomfortable receiving recognition for playing a game 
that was second nature to her.  She was a friend to all, and a leader on and off the basketball court.  
Following graduation from Benedictine College with cum laude honors, Rosemary shared her 
knowledge of mathematics for over 15 years as a teacher at Wilson High School.  She also 
implemented a math program which is now being taught for all 12 grade levels.

Following a lengthy battle with cancer, Rosemary passed away July 2, 2007.  Her legacy continues to 
live on through her husband Jim and their four children: Joshua, 16; Justine, 14; Aaron, 9; and 
Ethan, 7.  Extended family members with ties to Benedictine College are Rosemary's niece, 
Ann Willis, '07, and nephew Daniel Willis, a current BC student.

Allan Lewis, '61, hailed from Wichita, Kan., where he won city and regional All-Star berths during his 
prep years at Kapaun High School.  At St. Benedict's College he played left halfback for the Ravens, was 
a consistent blocker and also played defense for Head Coach Ivan Schottel.

Allan's teammates described his ability on the fi eld as a break-away runner and speedster.  Allan was 
selected All-Central Intercollegiate Conference fi rst team during his senior season in 1960.  As a player, 
Allan was an integral part of St. Benedict's teams that won 14 consecutive CIC victories and three 
championships.  Not only did Allan play varsity football for the Ravens for four years, he also 
participated in track and basketball.  He also served as an assistant football coach in 1961.

Allan and his wife Carol are the parents of fi ve children and reside in Kennesaw, Ga.
